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1.0 Introduction 
 

Over the last two and a half years, Land Securities has held five stages of public consultation events, 
supported by ongoing community engagement activities.   From the outset of the community engagement 
programme, Land Securities has been committed to providing the local community and interested groups 
with the opportunity to contribute to the evolution of the Lodge Hill masterplan.   
 
The feedback received to date has been extensive and has played a key role in the formation of the 
proposals.  Prior to the submission of the Outline Planning Application for Lodge Hill, Land Securities held a 
final pre-application information event to explain the content of the planning application.  This document 
explains the format of that event and how it was publicised. 
 
The latest public exhibitions were held in October 2011 as follows: 
 
Friday 21st October 2011 
3pm to 7pm - The Lodge, Lodge Hill Lane, Chattenden, Rochester, Kent, ME3 8NE 
 
Saturday 22nd October 2011 
11am to 3pm ï The Lodge, Lodge Hill Lane, Chattenden, Rochester, Kent, ME3 8NE 
 
Guided tours of the former Chattenden Barracks and part of the Lodge Hill Training Area were also 
provided to interested parties, hence why the Lodge was chosen as the base for this final exhibition.  From 
previous consultation events, exhibitions at the Lodge had also generated the highest level of community 
attendance.   
 
The events were publicised in a variety of different mediums: 
 

 641 personalised letters of invitation were issued to the Lodge Hill stakeholder database, which is 
comprised of members of the public who have attended previous Lodge Hill consultation events or 
who have registered an interest in the development, along with stakeholders such as Parish 
Councils, Medway Council (Officers and Members), statutory consultees and other interest groups.   

 348 emails were sent to all consultees who had provided their email addresses to the Lodge Hill 
stakeholder database. 

 Eight quarter-page adverts were placed in the Medway Messenger (Monday and Friday editions), 
Medway Adscene (free paper), Medway Extra (free paper) and the Medway News w/c 10th and w/c 
17th October .   

 Press coverage appeared in the Medway Messenger on the 14th October and Cllr Tony Watson 
publicised the events on his blog óNotes from Medwayôs Hoo Peninsulaô on the 18th October. 

 Posters were displayed in Chattenden Primary Schools and Hundred of Hoo School.  Both schools 
circulated the exhibition dates in their parent newsletters. 

 The dates of the public exhibitions were circulated to all Parish Councils, for inclusion in their 
parish newsletters and/or parish websites.   
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All draft planning application documents were made available for public viewing at this event.  As many of 
the previous consultation comments had focused on the proposed transport strategy, Land Securities 
prepared a Non-technical Summary of the Draft Lodge Hill Transport Assessment.  Representatives from 
the transport consultant, Hyder Consulting, were on hand to answer questions on the transport strategy and 
copies of the Non-technical Summary were available for people to take away and read at their leisure.  As 
well as transport, specialists in masterplanning, landscape architecture and infrastructure were also 
present, along with a representative from Land Securities and the community engagement team. 
 
In total, 183 people attended the exhibitions in October 2011 and 96 people took part in the guided tours. 
 
All exhibition materials were also published online for people to view at their leisure.  Attendees were 
encouraged to complete a comments book at the exhibition and the comments received have been 
reproduced in this document. 
 
This exhibition was organised to provide advance notice of the information contained within the Outline 
Planning Application - the content of which had been influenced through the four previous stages of public 
consultation.   All consultation participants will be notified once Land Securities has submitted the Outline 
Planning Application for Lodge Hill, on behalf of the Defence Infrastructure Organisation, and a period of 
statutory public consultation will then be undertaken by Medway Council.
